The significance of the
approval is that a test certificate provided by such a
laboratory constitutes evidence of the compliance of
a product with the Israeli standard. The approval of

* To ensure that laboratories meet the requirements
for accreditation and, accordingly, to continue or
withdraw the accreditation of laboratories.

* To serve as the exclusive representative of the state
in all matters relating to mutual recognition of

the accreditation systems of other countries or of
international organizations.

» To initiate supplementary activities to the
accreditation of laboratories, such as training and

publicity.
